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Conifer Tree Seedlings 
 

Conifers are planted for a variety of reasons, including windbreaks 
and shelterbelts, wildlife corridors, plantations, and screens. Conifer 
seedlings are smaller and less expensive than transplants, which 

makes them a good choice for large plantings. Transplants are a bit taller and 
much sturdier, but a little more difficult to plant. They are an excellent choice for 
screens and windbreaks.  
 
In this section you will see something like this: White Spruce (2-2). This means 
that the tree is four years old, having spent two years in a seedling bed and two 
years in a transplant bed. We are offering red and white pine, blue spruce and 
white spruce as both plugs and bareroot stock. 
 
Red Pine, Pinus resinosa: A native tree to Michigan known for its distinctive reddish bark. Also 
used in timber and pulp production. Red pine is an excellent tree for reforestation and provides 
winter food for birds and other wildlife. They are slow growing at first, though once established 
they can grow more than a foot per year and can reach up to 80’ in height when mature.  
Considered a long lived tree, it requires a sunny location with well-drained sandy loam soil.  
 
White Pine, Pinus strobus: Michigan’s state tree, white pine became popular during the lumber 
era of the late 1800s. The foliage consists of long, fine, blue-green needles bundled in ’fives.’ It is 
a large, medium to fast growing tree that can reach up to 90’ when mature. Used in reforestation 
and windbreaks, it also attracts turkeys and hummingbirds. Does best in a cool, humid site with 
well-drained soil.    

Mesic Conifers and U.P. Forests: 
2012 Conservation District and MDNR Hemlock Project 
 

The Michigan DNR has offered an opportunity for Upper Peninsula 
Conservation Districts to assist with an on-going initiative to restore 
mesic conifers where they once grew in the U.P. As part of this 

partnership, 160,000 Hemlock (Tsuga canadensis) plugs are being offered at a special 
price to Conservation District customers and land managers across the U.P. in Spring 
2012.   
 

Hemlock has largely disappeared from U.P. forests, where it was once believed to be a 
significant component of the mesic conifer forest that dominated this area. Mesic 
conifers are trees associated with moderately moist soil conditions and include white 
pine, hemlock, white spruce, and balsam fir. Mesic conifers have undergone a steep 
decline in the U.P. since the mid-1800’s. Hemlock was particularly over harvested for its 
tannins.  Here are a few examples of what hemlock can do for a forest: 
 

Provides wildlife habitat for the American marten, fisher, northern goshawk and 
blackburnian warbler 

Nest sites for raptors and other migratory birds 

Most important forest cover type used by white tailed deer in the northern and 
western U.P. 

Shallow rooted mesic conifers tend to tip over rather than break off, providing a gap 
in the forest that allows seedling regeneration and acting as nurse logs for new 
seedlings and a variety of wildlife species. 

 

The MDNR recommends planting hemlock in the higher snowfall zones of the northern 
and western U.P. Since hemlock are partially shade tolerant, a woodland that provides 
40-50% canopy cover is ideal (one recently harvested). Areas of lower deer densities or 
poorer soil (less palatable) offer greater survivability.  
 

The hemlock, sold as 6” plugs, are partially subsidized by MDNR.  Hemlocks will arrive 
in late April and will be distributed from a central location in the U.P.  Ask about cost 
sharing opportunities. The price is $0.15 each in quantities of 1000 or more.

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Conifer Tree Seedlings and Transplants 

 

Balsam Fir, Abies balsamea: A medium sized spire-shaped tree with short, flat aromatic needles  
native to Michigan. Grows up to 60’ tall. Needles are ½ -1” and dark green. Soft wood. Mainly known 
as an important source of pulp and a fragrant Christmas tree. 
 

Blue Spruce, Picea pungens: A medium sized tree native to the western U.S. with stiff silvery-blue 
needles. Moderately fast growing on a good site, reaching 80-100’ tall at maturity. Prefers well-drained 
to somewhat poorly-drained soils. Used as a windbreak and a source for winter wildlife food. 
 

Norway Spruce, Picea abies: A tall sized, pyramidal tree native to Europe with short, stiff, dark green 
needles. Grows up to 50-70’ tall. Prefers shaded or partially shaded site with deep, rich, moist soils. An 
excellent windbreak tree. 
 

White Spruce, Picea glauca: A medium sized tree with spirally arranged stiff needles native to     
Michigan. Prefers well-drained to somewhat poorly-drained soils, but tolerates dry soils as well. Can 
tolerate full sun to partial shade. Used in windbreaks and reforestation.  
 

Tamarack, Larix laricina: A coniferous tree native to Michigan with soft, deciduous needles that turn 
yellow and shed each fall. Grows up to 40-80’ tall when mature. Prefers cold, wet sites such as bogs 
and swamps but grows well on moist, well-drained upland sites. Provides habitat for birds. 
 

Northern White Cedar, Thuja occidentalis: A small, compact tree native to Michigan reaching heights 
of 30-50’ tall. Grows in swampy areas with high snowfall and calcium-rich soils. Shade tolerant. Impor-
tant winter food for deer. 
 

Common Juniper, Juniperus communis: A medium sized tree or sprawling shrub with green-gray to 
blue-green branches in the summer. Can be a good ground cover for sandy soils.

A tough, coarse, erect perennial with creeping rhizomes and dense, spike-like 
seed heads. Ideal for controlling wind erosion along the lakeshore and dunes. 
Stems from the plant form a mechanical barrier which slows and traps moving 
sand. Recommended spacing for plants is 12-18” apart, depending on the 
nature of the site. You may plant 1-3 culms per hole.

Tips and Tricks for Establishing Your Tree and Shrub Seedlings 
 

Know your site and soil and select the appropriate species. 
Prepare your site by reducing the amount of vegetative competition. 
Consider the need for protection from wildlife and weather. 

Plant seedlings as soon as possible after received. If planting is delayed, keep 
seedlings out of direct sunlight and in a cool place. 
Consider proper planting techniques and spacing. Tree and shrub spacing and 
densities depend on the purpose of the planting. If in doubt, talk to a district 
forester about the specifics of your planting project. You can generally use the 
following as a guide: 
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Deciduous Tree Seedlings  
 

 
 
 
 

 
Mountain Ash, Sorbus americana: Small native tree growing 12-35’ tall. Develops white flowers in the 
spring followed by bright orange fruit. Excellent fall food for wildlife. Does well in moist, shady sites 
near lakes or swamps or drier upland sites. 
 

Quaking Aspen, Populus tremuloides: Native tree growing 40-80’ tall. Reproduces vegetatively  
through suckers from spreading roots. Over 500 species of animals use aspen as a food source. 
Prefers moist to dry, upland habitats on rocky, sandy, loamy soils.  
 

White Birch, Betula papyrifera: Also called paper birch. Native tree growing 50-65’ tall. Fast growing 
tree with dark green leaves that turn yellow in the fall. The white bark peels into paper-like layers. Can 
grow in a variety of soils and habitats but most often found on moist, fertile, open sites. Moderate to 
fast growing. 
 

Yellow Birch, Betula allegheniensis: Native tree growing 50-80’ tall. Twigs and leaves make excellent 
tea. Trees can be tapped in spring for syrup or sap can be fermented to make beer. Grows well in rich, 
moist, often shady sites. Fast-growing and long-lived. 
 

Red Oak, Quercus rubra: A large and rapidly growing tree. Produces acorns that are enclosed by a 
shallow cup and covered by reddish-brown scales. The leaves turn a bright red color in the fall. Prefers 
rich, well-drained sandy soils. 
 

Black Cherry, Prunus serotina: Native tree growing 50-80’. Beautiful masses of white flowers in the 
spring. Flowers followed by small tart cherries in mid summer, which can be eaten raw or used in jelly, 
wine, juice, and pies. Grows well in disturbed sites and along fence lines and forest edges. 
 

Basswood, Tilia americana: Large tree growing 60-70’. Grows in moist, nutrient rich as well as wet 
soils and is shade tolerant. Established young trees are fast growing. Yellowish-white flowers appear 
from June into July while winter buds turn red or brownish as the season progresses. Bees favor 
Basswood flowers and make honey from the nectar.  
 

Ironwood (Hop-hornbeam), Ostrya virginiana: Shade-tolerant, understory tree reaching 25-40’. 
Prefers moist, fertile, well-drained sites. A handsome tree that is wonderful for home landscape use. 
Produces attractive clusters of nuts that add interest in the fall and winter.  
 

Pin Cherry, Prunus pensylvanica: Fast-growing tree reaching up to 50’ in height.  Reddish branches 
and white flowers that bloom in the spring.  Colorful fall foliage and bright red fruit that can be made 
into jelly.  Fruit attracts a wide variety of wildlife.  Prefers well-drained soils in full sun.

Deciduous Shrub Seedlings 

 
Black Chokeberry, Aronia melanocarpa: Native shrub growing 3-6’ tall. White flowers with dark    
purplish to blackish berries. Leaves turn a bright red in autumn. Songbirds and upland gamebirds  
enjoy the bitter fruit in winter months. An ideal plant to grow along roadsides and parking lots due to its 
tolerance to drought, soil compaction, and salt. 
 

Highbush Cranberry, Viburnum trilobum: Native shrub growing up to 12’ tall. Produces clusters of 
white flowers with bright scarlet berries in the fall. Performs well in a broad range of soil types and will 
tolerate a high degree of shade once established. Excellent winter food for ruffed grouse.  
 
Sand Cherry, Prunus pumila: Native shrub growing up to 6’ tall. A familiar, low growing shrub of 
coastal dunes, sand cherry prefers well-drained soil and tolerates hot, dry conditions. The fruit is a 
favorite wildlife food and is also suitable for making jellies and jams. 
 
Serviceberry (Juneberry), Amelanchier canadensis: Native shrub or small tree growing 10-25’ tall. 
Flowers are white with bright green foliage. Berries are relished by grouse and various songbirds. 
Does well in dry to moist soils with full sun, though it will tolerate some shade. 
 

Staghorn Sumac, Rhus typhina: Native shrub growing up to 20’ tall. Develops clusters of scarlet 
berries that are an excellent winter food for wildlife. Has a wide spreading root system which makes it 
a good plant for soil stabilization. Prefers dry to moist, infertile soils in full sun. 
 
Common Lilac, Syringa vulgaris: Fast-growing shrub reaching a height over 15’. Makes a nice screen 
in 3 to 4 years when planted 6-8’ apart or can be trimmed as a hedge. Does best in well-drained silty, 
clay, or loamy soils in full sun. Produces large, fragrant, lilac flowers in mid-Spring. 
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Berries 
 
 
Blueberries  
 
Lowbush - 1-2’ bush with white blooms and pea size berries powder blue to black in color. Flavor 
is sweet and typical of a wild blueberry. Foliage is a beautiful red-orange color in the fall. 
 

Chippewa - Known as a “half high” this cultivar is a cross between a higbush and lowbush culti-
var. Height will be 3’ tall at maturity. Very sweet, firm fruit with excellent quality. Self fruitful with 
wonderful ornamental value for landscaping. Very cold hardy. 
 

Rubel - Northern blueberry from the pine barrens of New Jersey. Fruit is small and very 
flavorful. High yields. Grows up to 8 feet high by 4 feet wide. Great ornamental shrub 
with twigs that stay red into winter.

Raspberries 
 
Boyne - Summer bearing cultivar that is extremely cold hardy. Fruit is firm and medium in size 
with a sweet flavor. Plants bear good yields.  
 

Jewell Black Raspberry - This plant is a vigorous grower and yields lots of large berries 
that ripen mid-season. This plant is also resistant to most raspberry diseases.

Other Berries 
 
Jahns Prairie Gooseberry - This berry was originally collected from the wild in Alberta, Canada, 
so is very cold hardy. The plant produces many reddish pink berries and is resistant to mildew 
and gray mold. The nursery suggests growing these on a simple trellis. Makes great pies. 
 

Red Lake Currant - This popular cold hardy variety bears very large, deep red fruit that has good 
flavor. The fruit is easily harvested. Makes tasty jellies and marmalades.

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Apple Trees 
 

 
All of our apple trees are partially self-fruitful. For the best fruit production we 
recommend cross pollinating with another variety. An early bloomer will cross 
pollinate with another early- or mid-season bloomer. A late bloomer will work with 
another late- or mid-season bloomer. Mid-season bloomers will work with any of the 
bloomers. All trees are semi-dwarf and should reach 15’ tall at maturity. The root 
stocks chosen are best suited to our climate and for dry, sandy soils. Root stock 
and caliper are subject to substitutions.  

 
 
 
 

Early Bloomer 
Paulared - Solid, red blush apple with a tart flavor and creamy flesh.  Good for eating, 
sauces, or pies. 
 
Mid Bloomers 
Honeycrisp - One of our most popular apples.  The fruit is large and the flesh is cream-
colored and exceptionally crisp and juicy. 
 
Wolf River - Primarily a good cooking apple, large pies have been made from just one 
apple.  Fruit is sometimes round and flattened with a pale yellow to green color and 
some red blushes and stripes.  
 
Late Bloomer 
Marquis Idared - Large, bright red fruit with white flesh that is firm and crisp.  This apple 
is tart at harvest time, but quality develops in storage.  Trees bear young and annually 
with heavy yield.

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Tips and Tricks for Establishing Your Fruit Trees 
 

 

Plant your fruit trees in early spring, as soon as the frost in the ground has thawed. 
If you are unable to plant your trees right away, store them in a cool, shady place where they 
are protected from the sun and wind. Pack the roots in moist sawdust or sphagnum moss to 
prevent them from drying out. 
Well drained soil with direct sunlight is best. In poor soils, add peat moss or well-conditioned 
compost, but no fertilizer. Establish a weed-free zone around the base of the tree. 
Refer to the instructions accompanying your trees. They will tell you how to best 
prune and water for optimum survival rates.

Deciduous Shrubs (cont’d) 
 
 
 

Red Osier Dogwood, Cornus stolonifera: Native shrub growing up to 10’ tall. Showy, red to purplish 
branches with whitish berries. Leaves are oblong with pointed tips and turn dark red in the fall. Prefers 
moist soils with full sun. Excellent food for wildlife, the dogwood is a must for winter interest in the 
garden. 
 

Common Elderberry, Sambucus canadensis: Shrub reaching 5-12’ in height with a spreading form, 
which makes it great for naturalized areas away from the house. Prefers partly sunny locations of wet 
meadows and forests. Pheasants and other wildlife like the late fall fruit. Berries can be used in cooked 
jellies and pies.  
 
Ninebark, Physocarpus opulifolius: Native shrub growing 6-9’ tall. Easily grown in dry to medium well-
drained soil in full sun to part shade. Known for its exfoliating bark which peels in strips to reveal   
several layers of reddish to light brown inner bark. Typically found along stream banks and moist   
thickets, ninebark makes a great shrub border. 
 

Pussy Willow, Salix discolor: Wetland shrub or small tree growing up to 20’ tall. Ideal for areas of 
landscape suffering from poor drainage. Grows best in full sun and produces furry catkins/cylindrical 
flower clusters in early spring which can be used for decoration when pruned back. Interesting foliage 
color into the fall.   
 

Beaked Hazelnut, Corylus cornuta: Medium-sized shrub reaching up to 12’ high. Flowers in April to 
May and produces flavorful nuts in early fall. Prefers open sites in hardwood forests or along forest 
edges. Creates a nice screen when fully grown. Excellent for wildlife.  
 
American Hazelnut, Corylus americana: A dense, thicket-forming shrub reaching up to 12’ in height.  
Yellowish-brown catkins are showy in late winter and early spring.  Fall color varies from bright yellow 
to deep wine-red.  Edible nuts eaten by birds and squirrels.  Prefers moist to dry, well-drained soils in 
shade to partial shade. 
 
American Plum, Prunus americana: Small, hardwood tree growing 20-25’ tall. Blooms April-May  
producing yellow to reddish fruit in the fall, which make great preserves and jellies.  Easily grown in dry 
to medium, well-drained soils in full sun to part shade. Remove suckers to prevent unwanted spread. 
 
Winterberry Holly, Ilex verticillata: Native shrub growing 6-10’ tall. One of the few hollies to lose its 
leaves in winter. Late fall through winter, bright red berries persist on the branches and attract winter 
birds. Does well in full sun and acidic, moist to wet soils, but adaptable to occasionally dry soils. 
 
Snowberry, Symphoricarpos albus: Thicket-forming shrub reaching 3-6’ in height and width.  White 
fruit is large and persistent and flowers are showy and white, blooming from June to July.  Prefers 
sandy or rocky open sites and woodland clearings in partial to full sun. 
 
Common Witchhazel, Hamamelis virginiana: large shrub or small tree reaching up to 15’ tall.  Golden 
leaves and fragrant yellow flowers in the fall that persist even after leaf drop.  Birds eat the fruits and 
the seeds are eaten by birds and small mammals.  Extract of leaves, twigs and bark is used as an 
astringent.  Prefers moist, part-shade to shady sites, but will tolerate a variety of conditions except 
extremely dry.

Cherryð Montmorency 
Known as the best red tart cherry for home and commercial processing.  
Produces large red fruit.  Self-fruitful. 
      

 
 
Pear- Bartlett 
This is the leading commercial variety for fresh use and processing.  The fruit 
is medium sized with smooth yellow skin.  The tree is very adaptable. 
Self-fruitful. 
 

 
 
Plumï Vanette 
Early purple-blue plum with large fruit size and a good taste.  The pit is easily 
removed from the flesh, ideal for wonderful homemade prunes!  Trees are 
moderate to vigorous, upright growing, and produce a good crop.  Self-fruitful.  

 
 

Flowering Crab- Chestnut 
A vigorous, hardy crabapple that bears large 2" 
reddish yellow fruit with good texture for fresh 
eating.  Makes pleasant nut-flavored jam.  Produces 
large white flowers in spring.  Excellent pollinator for other fruit 
apples, especially early to mid bloomers.

Native Groundcovers 
 

Groundcovers provide erosion control and are a nice alternative to mowing a lawn.  
Their creeping nature allows them to spread and form a nice carpet of green. Their 
color and texture provide interest throughout the season. Amend the soil with or-
ganic matter before planting and keep mulched.    
 

Bearberry, Arctostaphylos uva-ursi: Low-growing evergreen shrub standing up to 
1’ tall. Leaves are dark green and turn purplish in the fall. Small white to pinkish 
flowers appear in spring, replaced by bright red berries in the fall that persist 
through the winter. Fruit is also eaten by many songbirds and gamebirds. Cold 
tolerant and prefers well-drained soils in sun or partial shade. Great for erosion 
control on steep slopes or dunes.

Wild Ginger, Asarum canadense: Found in moist deciduous woods and 
growing up to 8” in height. Leaves grow in pairs and appear heart-shaped to 
kidney-shaped with dark green leaf venation. A purplish-brown flower 
blooms in the spring and the stem/shallow root system of the plant pro-
duces a ginger-like aroma. Prefers moist, humus-rich soil in part to full 
shade. Excellent groundcover for shady areas.
