Minutes for the Inter-District Meeting of the

Alger Conservation District (ACD) & Marquette Conservation District (MCCD)
Held at the Skandia Township Hall----October 15, 2008      6:30 p.m.
An Inter-District meeting of the Alger Conservation District and the Marquette County Conservation District was held on the above date. The meeting was called to order at 6:45 p.m. by ACD Chairman Ben Travis. Present from the Alger Board: Ben Travis, ACD Chairman; Hampton Waring, ACD Treasurer; and William Boydell, ACD Secretary.  Present from the Marquette Board: Rich Reader, MCCD Treasurer; Bernie Huetter, MCCD Director and Wayne Premeau, MCCD Director. Staff present:  Renee Leow, MCCD Administrator and Teri Grout, ACD Executive Director.
Ben Travis of ACD was selected to chair the meeting.

A motion was made by Waring, seconded by Huetter to accept the agenda. MCUC.
There was no Public Comment.
A motion to accept the Minutes of the previous IDC Meeting on June 5th, 2008, was made by Waring, seconded by Heutter. MCUC.
In Old Business, distribution of 2008 Summer EAB net income (purple traps) was discussed. Boydell moved to increase MCCD’s administration fee for the program from 10% to 20%, resulting in $195.60 more going to MCCD, thereby decreasing net funds going to the Forestry Program to $1564.80. Huetter seconded; MCUC. Waring moved to continue splitting the proceeds into thirds, with 1/3 each going to MCCD, ACD, and the joint stewardship account. Premeau seconded; MCUC.
Fall 2008 EAB income from girdled trees was discussed. Waring moved to pay contractors $45.50 per tree, an increase of $1.50 per tree. Premeau seconded;MCUC.

The future of the EAB program was discussed. Nothing certain is known at this time.
In New Business, fine-tuning the proposed MDA FAP deliverables for the IDC forester position was discussed, including emphasizing woody biomass in view of possible funding for pilot projects in the U.P. By consensus, it was agreed to keep the deliverables general.
Options for funding the forester position on a fee-for-service basis were discussed, including marking-only site consultancy and services to small private landowners which would not infringe on perceived domain of professional foresters. Leow suggested testing the program for 6 months. Huetter moved that the $12,810.31 remaining in the FAP account be used to continue the forestry program using Gary Bucklin as a contract forester to service Marquette and Alger Counties. Boydell seconded; MCUC.

Monies owed to MCCD by ACD dating from the tenure of previous forester Lauri LaBumbard were discussed. No details were known, so the issue was tabled until the next IDC meeting.
A motion to adjourn at 8:45 p.m. was made by Huetter, seconded by Waring. MCUC.
